easily deceived.  But just because they say it’s true doesn’t make it true.  

Jesus warned us to "Watch out for false prophets. They come to you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they are ferocious wolves. By their fruit you will recognize them. Do people pick grapes from thorn bushes, or figs from thistles? Likewise every good tree bears good fruit, but a bad tree bears bad fruit." Matthew 7:15-17.  These verses state that false prophets will come to you disguised as sheep. Sheep are gentle, kind, benevolent, and non-threatening.  As a Christian, who has read through the court documents available to me, the personal testimonies of ex-Scientologists, and the beliefs of Scientology, I feel compassion toward those locked into this religion, some even afraid to come out. When I see things like that I am so appreciative of the freedom of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  Jesus doesn’t make us pay for salvation, because He already paid the price for us.

We have liberty from the rituals of cleansing and sanctification the Law of Moses required. We are free from earning our salvation by witnessing door-to-door, or trying to be righteous by our own efforts, or doing works for the church. Those things cannot, nor will they ever, save anyone. Jesus Christ completed the work of salvation by dying on the cross, rising from the dead, and being our only mediator between God and man (1 Timothy 2:5).  He is seated at the right hand of God (Hebrews 1:13) and the only way to God the Father (John 14:6).  Christians obey God because we love Him; but if we do sin and we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us of our sins and cleanse us from all unrighteousness (1 John 1:9).  His forgiveness and cleansing are free!

Another thing that’s so good about Christianity, is that there’s no laboring to get to a higher spiritual level.  We are all equally saved by God's gift of grace (Ephesians 2:8-9).  Jesus gives us His righteousness (the highest possible standing before God), when we accept Him as our Lord. The Bible says His righteousness is imputed to us (or credited to our account), freely (Romans 4:22-24).  

All religions can appear to love, or be right.  But look at what they teach.  If they refuse to let you see their full doctrines, then what do they have to hide?  The Bible, which has been proven true by history, science, and archaeology, is available in most bookstores, and everything is made open – there are no secrets.  But Satan has blinded those teaching false doctrine (2 Cor. 4:3-4).  Jesus said that if the blind lead the blind, both will fall into the pit (Luke 6:39).  That is why this Christian ministry is revealing the beliefs of these kinds of religions, so you won't be deceived.  Eternity is a long time to be wrong. 7
If you want to be assured of the forgiveness of your sins and have peace with God, then you must realize that you have sinned against God (Rom. 3:23; 5:12), and are separated from Him (Is. 59:2).  Then, ask Jesus into your life; ask Him to forgive you of your sins, and save you. He will (Jn. 1:12; Rom. 10:9-10).  He is Savior and Lord and He is as close as the call of your heart. Then read your Bible and go to a Biblical church for Christian fellowship and teaching from the Bible. 7
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Let’s face it, no one likes to have their faith questioned.  But at some point in our lives we have to come face to face with doubts or questions others may raise, or that we may have ourselves.  It will either strengthen or weaken our faith. But if we are to truly know that what we believe is truth, we can’t just ignore the doubts or questions.  They must be answered to satisfy that internal longing for the truth.  And no one else can tell you the answers, you have to find them for yourself.  I agree that personal experiences are powerfully persuasive, but I also know that experiences are subjective to the beliefs of the person, or the willingness to believe in someone or something promising great things.  There is no doubt in my mind that mankind was designed to worship a benevolent Supreme Being.  Religion is a very personal thing, and it has caused many heated debates and even wars.  But that is not what my intentions are. I ask that you logically consider these questions and understand my doubts.

To Any Wondering Scientologists

If you are involved in this religion, I’m sure you recognize that there are things they teach you to believe, yet those things are not happening quite as they say.  For instance, do operating thetans ever get sick, get cancer, die, or leave the church? If these magnificent powers exist, then why is that happening?  If there are those within your church with these powers, how then could critics of the church continue to exist or write materials against the Church of Scientology?  Couldn’t a top level Scientologist just will them away?

Isn’t it awfully cruel for Scientology to make such promises of power but then refuse to help one of their own?  Scientology claims their super powers can fix people’s problems.  They even claim to be able to raise the dead, yet they didn’t raise John Travolta’s son from the dead.  They never raised Lisa McPherson,* either.  Why don’t people get the promised gains Scientology offers?

It’s policy that Scientologists must be honest and forthright, but do you know any Scientologists who won’t pay back loans, who have trouble with paying their rent, who have done a lot of Scientology but still seem shady or involved in schemes?  Have you seen them justify harming people that they’re supposed to be “saving”, using the cause of Scientology as a cover?
Questions about Scientology 

I’ve been made aware of the fact that fifteen years after L. Ron Hubbard “discarded his body” his writings were revised.  Why would they need to be revised, if he was the wisest and “clearest” “thetan” of all in Scientology?  That doesn’t make any sense.

His unpublished writings are considered the most sacred of texts, and they are kept secret from anyone inquiring about Scientology.  What does Scientology have to hide by keeping those writings away from the public?  Reading never killed anyone, and anyone who understands English could understand those writings.

The content of “whole track” incidents during such “levels” of recovering god-like abilities are, by rational and normal standards, filled with violent criminal acts against humanity.  It’s been reported ** these incidents include attempted abortions and other fetal traumas, acts of torture, and violence both experienced and perpetrated by those taking Scientology’s courses.  If Scientology is humane and civilized, what is the purpose of these acts of violence?  Why doesn’t Scientology teach by demonstrating the God-like characteristics of reasoning, patience, temperance, graciousness, mercy, or love?  All the qualities proven to make more of an impact on people, than violence.

If “Thetans” were gods, who regressed into animals, what kind of powerless gods were they?  If they had the power of deity, why didn’t they prevent regression from happening in the first place?  What evidence do you have, other than some subjective “feelings” or unsubstantiated experiences & testimonies, that these “thetans” even exist?  

Curious Quotes of L. Ron Hubbard

Since it’s his writings you base your whole faith upon, I have some question about some quotes by your founder.  He has stated:

“Scientology… is not a religion.” 1  If it’s not a religion why does Scientology lie to the government and the public by claiming to be a religion?  Wasn’t their nonprofit status only given to them within the last 15 years or so?  Weren’t they considered a religion before then?

”The only way you can control people is to lie to them." 2  If honesty is so important to Scientology, why would he make such a statement?  Why would he need or want to “control” people?    

"Our organizations are friendly. They are only here to help you." 3  Then 3 years later he stated, “MAKE MONEY. MAKE MORE MONEY. MAKE OTHER PEOPLE PRODUCE SO AS TO MAKE MORE MONEY." 3b  If Scientology is humanitarian in nature, and designed to help people, why was money so important to Hubbard?  Why did he want to make other people produce to make more money?  Isn’t that slave-driving?  I understand it takes money to run any organization, but shouldn’t the humanitarian aspect be the top priority?  Shouldn’t he have said, “Help more people; reach out to more needy people”? 

"If attacked on some vulnerable point by anyone or anything or any organization, always find or manufacture enough threat against them to cause them to sue for peace." 4  What does he mean by that, and why would he want to be so harsh and unrelenting on people?  Are those techniques of threats and harassment used  in your auditing, too?  If so, why should anyone want to pay such an exorbitant amount$ to be threatened and harassed?

"The purpose of the suit is to harass and discourage rather than to win. The law can be used very easily to harass, and enough harassment on somebody who is simply on the thin edge anyway, well knowing that he is not authorized, will generally be sufficient to cause his professional decease. If possible, of course, ruin him utterly." 5   If Scientology is so benevolent, why would they want to utterly ruin a person just for having a difference of opinion?  I thought Scientology supported free speech.

"A truly Suppressive Person or group has no rights of any kind and actions taken against them are not punishable." 6  By suppressive persons does Hubbard mean any critic of Scientology?   If so, why don’t they have any rights?  Why aren’t Scientologists punished for actions taken against SPs?  Are they above the laws of the land?  Wouldn’t action like that make Scientology the suppressive one?

Testing the Evidence

Any of the experiences one has within any religion can seem very real.  That produces in us sentimental feelings toward the “source” of that experience.  But how do you know these experiences aren’t happening for the express purpose of deceiving someone?  The only “proof” anyone may have is a person’s word, which cannot be substantiated.  

In cases of healing, many times they are produced psychosomatically by the power of suggestion or autohypnosis.  When you are in enough pain, you’ll seek out anything to get relief.  And because of what appears to be a “miracle,” those miraculous powers are attributed to the personality or organization.  This happens in the crusades of the faith healers.  But more often than not, a true healing has not occurred, or there has not been any medical documentation stating the person was ill.  There must be hard evidence to prove the authenticity of what people claim, because, unfortunately, people do lie.  And people who want something bad enough can be
