the tabloids are known to fabricate stories about the stars, people are going to stop believing the dangers of Scientology because they will see it as another “tabloid lie.”  But these cases involving Scientology are not tabloid lies; they are court-documented cases.  Research them yourself, and you’ll see the cases are real and not a “conspiracy” against Scientology.  

It’s Not a Matter of Religious Freedom

I have no problem with freedom of religion, but the problems I have with Scientology are their criminal activities, and their practices that involve torture, humiliation, and violence.  No matter what part of the world Scientology touches there are reports of kidnapping, lost fortunes, broken families, insanity, suicides, murders, child neglect & abuse, or violence which follows them, and are protected by the cult’s policies and/or practices.  What is truly frightening, this cult can deprogram any undesired emotion out of people including compassion, love or whatever the person does not want to feel.

This cult will not hesitate to deceive the public for some personal gain.  The general public usually isn’t aware of their criminal activity, because of their secretive nature.  “Going to the source” is not the answer either, because they hide their true beliefs from the public.  “By using copyright laws the Church of Scientology withholds information about the teachings of its founder from the public. The public sees only a limited amount of information; information the ‘Church’ feels will not harm its reputation to any great degree.”11  Those who dare expose them are sued as L. Ron Hubbard commanded them to.  So, you see, this does affect you and your families.  

How can a community be safe as long as this aggressive and intimidating UFO cult is there?  If you wish to picket, it’s your Constitutional right as long as it’s done in a peaceful organized way, and everyone obeys the city’s code enforcement laws.  Beware: Scientologists have been known to infiltrate picket lines to cause trouble and make the demonstrators look like troublemakers.  They may also take your picture and investigate you as Hubbard instructed them. 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What Scientology 

won’t tell you
The Church of Scientology may not seem to have an effect upon you or your family, but in actuality it does.  Scientology is not a typical religion, it is a space-aged UFO cult, much like Heaven’s Gate, Japan’s Aum Cult, or the Sith Cult (based in Star Wars).  Scientology’s faith is based in a book called Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health written by L. Ron Hubbard in 1950, as well as other writings by Hubbard.  The mental health professionals immediately dismissed Dianetics as not having anything to do with mental health.  They later diagnosed him as being paranoid schizophrenic.  It’s a well known fact that Scientology believes that psychiatry is quackery and they openly speak out against it, which I believe is, in part, Hubbard’s retaliation against them for rejecting his work.  

But, it’s reported that Hubbard, who was a prolific science fiction writer, took the religious aspects of his sci-fi books and put them into Dianetics, thus forming the religion of Scientology.  

“On countless Internet sites, a common theme holds that at its exclusive upper levels of study, Scientologists learn that human beings contain the festering vestiges of dead space aliens that were brought to this planet 75 million years ago by an evil intergalactic warlord…. This soul - or "thetan," as they call it - is eternal and has lived through billions of past lives. Along the way, physical and emotional traumas accrue to individuals that block them from becoming the people they're meant to be.  These encumbrances create mental pictures that affect a person at a subconscious level, causing all sorts of problems, from phobias to psychosomatic illness. Through classes and a process called "auditing" - a kind of spiritual counseling done alone or with a more advanced church member - these traumas, or "engrams," are released [by sometimes barking like dogs] and the blockages disappear.   At that point a person becomes "Clear."  Once Clear, a Scientologist can then move on to higher levels of learning within the church. This is where it gets secretive. Scientologists don't like to talk about what goes on at the higher realms - known as Operating Thetan (OT) with eight ascending levels - but [Cathy] Norman will say it addresses "mental phenomenon and higher states of being."...” (San Antonio Express News “The Unscientific Side of Scientology” by Melissa Fletcher Stoeltje found on www.raidersnewsupdate.com.  Brackets added).

Did you get all that?  It’s confusing isn’t it?  Well, that’s not all…  Let’s look at some quotes from L. Ron Hubbard himself and ask some important questions.

“Scientology… is not a religion.” 1  If it’s not a religion why does Scientology lie to the government and the public by claiming to be a religion?  If they are not a religion why are they illegally using the nonprofit status given to religions?   

”The only way you can control people is to lie to them." 2  If honesty is so important to Scientology, why would he make such a statement?  Why would he want or need to “control” people?    

"Our organizations are friendly. They are only here to help you." 3  Then 3 years later he stated, “MAKE MONEY. MAKE MORE MONEY. MAKE OTHER PEOPLE PRODUCE SO AS TO MAKE MORE MONEY." 3b  If Scientology is humanitarian in nature, and designed to help people, why was money so important to Hubbard?  Why did he want to make other people produce to make more money?  Isn’t that slave-driving?  I understand it takes money to run any organization, but shouldn’t the humanitarian aspect be the top priority?  Shouldn’t he have said, “Help more people; reach out to more needy people”? 

"If attacked on some vulnerable point by anyone or anything or any organization, always find or manufacture enough threat against them to cause them to sue for peace." 4  "The purpose of the suit is to harass and discourage rather than to win. The law can be used very easily to harass, and enough harassment on somebody who is simply on the thin edge anyway, well knowing that he is not authorized, will generally be sufficient to cause his professional decease. If possible, of course, ruin him utterly." 5   If Scientology is so benevolent, why would they want to utterly ruin a person just for having a difference of opinion?  Why would he want to be so harsh and unrelenting on people?  I thought Scientology supported free speech.  Are those techniques of threats and harassment used in Scientology’s auditing, too?  If so, why should anyone want to pay such an exorbitant amount$ to be silenced, threatened, and harassed?  

"A truly Suppressive Person or group has no rights of any kind and actions taken against them are not punishable." 6  By suppressive persons (SPs) does Hubbard mean any critic of Scientology?   If so, why don’t they have any rights?  Why aren’t Scientologists punished for actions taken against SPs?  Are they above the laws of the land?  Wouldn’t action like that make Scientology the suppressive one?

" In any event, any person from 2.0 down on the Tone Scale should not have, in any thinking society, any civil rights of any kind, 7  …There are only two answers for the handling of people from 2.0 down on the Tone Scale, neither one of which has anything to do with reasoning with them or listening to their justification of their acts. The first is to raise them on the Tone Scale by un-enturbulating some of their theta by any one of the three valid processes. The other is to dispose of them quietly and without sorrow." 8  [The "Tone Scale" is Scientology’s measure of mental and spiritual health.] 9  Does this mean that those who are mentally challenged should be disposed of without remorse?  

"I’m drinking lots of rum and popping pinks and greys." This was written in a 1967 letter to his wife, during the period when he was creating Scientology’s secret "upper levels." 10   Why would a thetan of his caliber need to take drugs and drink alcohol?  I thought Scientology opposed the use of mind-altering drugs.

If you think those are bad, let’s look at a list of documented criminal activity in which Scientology played a part or they’ve committed.  Though not accessible to the general public on the Net, the FBI has 2,518 pages on the Church of Scientology (www.fbi.gov).  I have to wonder, why do they have such a large number of pages on them?  But Scientology’s history in both civil and criminal court is a long one.

2007 – Keith Henson was arrested for picketing a Scientology church and the original charges were “interfering with a religion” and “weapons of mass destruction.”  He fled the country but since Scientology has power like a police state, they hunted him down and had him extradited to Riverside CA by order of Governor Arnold Schwarzeneggar. 1997 – Bavaria -- Bavaria's Secretary of the Interior, Dr. Gunther Beckstein, characterized the Scientology Organization (SO) as a system of organized child exploitation. "The SO system aims for the destruction of natural parent-child relationships, with the risk of severe psychological damage to children." 1993 – Madrid, Spain – A class action lawsuit was filed by over 20 ex-Scientologists in order to get their money back.
