Scientology Front Groups

The Church of Scientology (CoS) does not hesitate to use deception when recruiting new members (1) and is quick to seize on opportunities.  For example, during the Fox News broadcast of the memorial service at the National Cathedral in Washington, D.C., following the World Trade Center tragedy, a crawling banner across the bottom of the screen displayed a toll-free number for "National Mental Health Assistance." Most people would have associated this with the respected National Mental Health Association and assumed that the number shown connected to that office. However, a viewer recognized the number as belonging to a CoS hotline and notified Fox, which removed the banner. (2)  A later complaint from the NMHA to the Church of Scientology was laughed off by church spokesmen.

 

A drug treatment program that is based on L. Ron Hubbard’s teachings and that funnels people into Scientology is called Narconon -- a term that could easily be mistaken for Narcanon, the designation sometimes used for Narcotics Anonymous, the world’s oldest and largest support program for drug addicts.

A host of organizations recruit covertly for the Church of Scientology.   Many are nonprofit groups that work in the areas of drug counseling, literacy or human rights. Others are for-profit businesses that give seminars on management and business relations. All rely on and promote the philosophy of L. Ron Hubbard.

What is W.I.S.E.?

WISE is an acronym for the World Institute of Scientology Enterprises, a "nonprofit religious corporation"[whose] purposes are to promote and foster the religious teachings of L. Ron Hubbard in society""  (World Institute of Scientology Enterprises License Agreement, part C)

 

WISE operates primarily in the US and Europe at present and charges member businesses an annual fee and a percentage of their income in exchange for the rights to use WISE training and practices, which consist of administrative theories and techniques developed by Scientology founder L. Ron Hubbard.

 

Many WISE affiliates are management-consulting firms (such as Sterling Management) that approach business owners with seminars on how to expand their businesses and then steer them to Scientology.  The most frequent targets seem to be dentists, chiropractors, podiatrists, veterinarians and other professionals.  WISE also maintains a school, the Hubbard College of Administration, based in Los Angeles with around 20 satellite campuses worldwide training people in Hubbard’s business administration techniques.

 

WISE promoters publicly claim that they are merely sharing Hubbard’s secular business methodology and are not in any other way related to the Church of Scientology.  However, WISE’s own publications make the connection plain, as in this policy directive:

 

"A WISE member is entitled to be paid by Church of Scientology orgs and missions for getting people onto services; their pay shall be in terms of commissions. Such commissions can be quite lucrative, depending only on the activity of the WISE member."

- WISE Policy Directive Internal 14, 27 March 1986, "Field Staff Member Activities"

 

WISE is about bait-and-switch conversion to a religion, with recruiters collecting a prize for each new convert.

 

The goal of WISE is to get Hubbard’s theories and techniques used in every business in the world.  Take a close look at whether you would want such a world before signing on with WISE.

Scientology’s Criminal History

Though not accessible to the general public via the Internet, the FBI has 2,518 pages on the Church of Scientology (www.fbi.gov).  I have to wonder, why do they have such a large number of pages on them?  

2000 – 16-year-old Ashlee Shaner was killed instantly when her car came in contact with a dimly lit tractor trailer being driven across Gilman Springs Road. What Scientology Does to its Critics

Scientology is notorious for silencing its critics through lawsuits and harassment.  They overload their victims with paperwork they claim has to be signed, they badger and/or even sue their victims’ friends, families, and neighbors.  L. Ron Hubbard said, "The purpose of the suit is to harass and discourage rather than to win. The law can be used very easily to harass, and enough harassment on somebody who is simply on the thin edge anyway, well knowing that he is not authorized, will generally be sufficient to cause his professional decease. If possible, of course, ruin him utterly."*  They only believe in free speech when they’re doing the speaking.  Countless Internet sites have been pulled off the web by their “terroristic” tactics.  Some of those sued have had to file bankruptcy.  They are worse than the Mafia because they can hide behind and abuse the freedom of religion laws.

2007 – Keith Henson was arrested for picketing a Scientology church and the original charges were “interfering with a religion” and “weapons of mass destruction.”  He fled the country but since Scientology has power like a police state, they hunted him down and had him extradited to Riverside CA (for a misdemeanor) by order of Governor Arnold Schwarzeneggar.  At trial, the judge threw out all Henson's witnesses, disallowed any testimony about his reasons for picketing the cult, and allowed the prosecution to present excerpts from Henson's Internet postings out of context.
